CROWLE PRODUCE SHOW
SPRING GARDEN HINTS

With Spring just around the corner, it will soon be time to

start sowing seeds. It makes sense to wait until the soil has
warmed up because seeds planted in cold soil won't germinate.
If weed seeds have started to grow, your vegetable seeds will probably start also.
As soon as the ground is ready, sowings of BROAD BEANS, SHALLOTS,
PARSNIPS and ONION SETS can be made.
It's worth risking a row or two of early POTATOES or grow them in containers.
Always have a piece of fleece handy incase Jack Frost makes an appearance.

Seeds such as TOMATOES and AUBERGINES can be started in a propagator or
on a window sill and can be moved outside when the risk of frost has passed.
Most other seeds can be sown indoors but are probably best left until April and
sown outside when everything should grow like WILDFIRE.

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Wychavon Update

Worcester Transport Strategy
It was with some surprise that | read in the

Worcester News on 10" February that a
route had been proposed for a North
Worcester ring road. Only a few weeks
earlier Wychavon Councillors had a
presentation from a County Council officer
who said a very broad area was being
discussed and there was nothing specific.
This in itself was a surprise as we had
been told not many months earlier that the
northern ring road was not being
considered, being too expensive, and the
widening of the southern link road was the
priority. The South Worcestershire Joint
Core Strategy was drawn up on the basis
the southern link road would be dualled.
The policy now seems to have been
completely reversed.

Another surprising proposal is the
construction of a new cycle route from
Crowle going into Tibberton, up Church
Lane, past Tibberton Church and over the
hill down to cross Pershore Lane and
continuing through the possible industrial
site and over the existing motorway bridge
into Warndon, where it will link up to
further cycle routes linking to the city
centre. The existing excellent cycle route
from Tibberton into the city centre along
the Worcester Birmingham Canal, which
has the additional benefits of not crossing
busy roads and avoiding hills, is not even
shown on the map. The canal
mysteriously stops at the rugby club!

The proposals concerning rail travel are
rather better researched, with
improvements proposed to existing
stations and the provision of extra local
‘rail halts’. The Worcestershire Parkway
station is scheduled to be developed post
2016.

Exhibitions have been held in Worcester,
but these plans will very much affect the
surrounding rural areas including Crowle
and Tibberton. The northern ring road
would increase the amount of traffic using
the motorway at junction 6, which will also
be severely under pressure if the industrial
site by Pershore Lane does come forward
and gets approved. Add cyclists trying to
cross the lane not far from the junction,
and you begin to wonder how well this
strategy has been thought through.

The consultation runs until 12 March.
Information, including a questionnaire, is
available on www.worcestershire.gov.uk,
telephone 01905 765765 or write to
Worcestershire County Council, County
Hall, Spetchley Road, Worcester WR52NP.
